OUR STAMP CIRCUIT
An important benefit of the Taranaki Philatelic Society is the right to join the circuit system.

WHAT IS A CIRCUIT?

Circuits are a collection of members who want to sell stamps, buy stamps, or want to do both.

WHAT HAPPENS WHEN I BUY?

You will receive by hand or mail a circuit book of stamps to select from.  You take what you want, pass the book on to the next person on the list, and send the remittance advice and your payment for stamps purchased to the Circuit Superintendent.   We put you as near as possible to other members in your location to avoid postage costs.
A wide range of material is available at a reasonable price and requests can be made for specific material, which will be supplied if at all possible.

I ONLY WANT TO SELL

Our Society supply booklets at 40c each for members to mount their stamps for sale – club’s commission rate for sellers is 15% and 1% insurance, there is no buyer’s commission deducted.

As well a Postal Auction is held once a year where material can be disposed of (Clubs commission 15%)

HOW DO I JOIN?
